Russia in the Post-soviet Space:

Expectations, Miscalculations, Perspectives

The presentation analyses the economic and political consequences of the

disintegration of the Soviet Union and describes the experience of the

Russian policy in the post-soviet space in the period 1992-2002. It also

examines the major factors contributing to the low efficiency of the

Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) and the weakness of integrative

processes in the post-soviet space. Special attention is paid to lessons,

which can be learned from the ten- year relationship of the new sovereign

states as well as from the "behavior" of Russia and its Western partners in

the CIS.
